The Biographer

A biographer studies a person’s life and distinguishes why s/he behaves a certain way.  As the biographer, it is your job to research JD Salinger’s life. 2. What is it about JD Salinger's life that has received much attention in recent years?  

3. What effect has Salinger’s attitude and life had on those around him, including his children and friends?  

4. What is it about Salinger that defines the character of Holden Caulfield?
